Place raw plug in hole and use hammer lightly to ensure fully 
in the wall.

Align base holes with raw plugs in the wall and use a screw 
driver to secure in place. 
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Place accessory over base on the wall and tighten the grub 
screw in place with a hexagonal key with the grub screw.
