Fittings, when over tightened can create stress within the basin material which may in time cause the failure of the product.
Care should also be taken when fitting a tap and waste to the basin in order to prevent similar stress related failures. Waste
fittings should be carefully bedded in silicone and the back nut hand tightened; an additional quarter turn using a suitable
spanner is sufficient to create the required watertight seal.

INSTALLATION - WALL HUNG

Follow the manufacturer’s instructions for the installation

of the concealed cistern selected, ensuring the fixing points
match the width of the wall hung toilet.

Measure distance A and reduce the depth of the bullets by
5mm to ensure a tight grip against the wall surface. Make sure
the bullet fixings are facing up.

Place the toilet upside down and assemble the fixing kit

on the toilet installation holes ensuring a tight fit. The grub
screws should be facing up, so they can be accessed through
the toilet seat holes.

Place the toilet on the fixings.
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Push the inlet as far as possible into the toilet and mark the
distance on the pipe. Measurement A.

Then push the inlet into the concealed cistern as far as
possible and mark the distance on the pipe. Measurement B.
Measure the distance between both marks. Measurement C.
Finally, cut measurement C off the end of the inlet pipe before
securing the toilet to the wall. Follow the manufacturer’s
guidelines for applying grease to the seals

Secure the toilet to the concealed cistern and wall by
tightening the grub screws to the bullet fixings.
